Happy New Year and welcome back to school!  I hope you had an enjoyable break with your children.  

We are happy to say that we are back in full swing and the students are starting the year off energized 

and eager to learn. 

Before we left in December we shared with students the number of office discipline referrals (ODR) 

received in the month of December. Unfortunately, we had the highest number ever of referrals for 

disrespect- a total of 28!  We then set a school-wide goal to decrease the number of ODR’s by at 

least 10% in the month of January.  While the ODR’s are unfortunate, we have embraced the teaching 

opportunities this has brought about.  We are focusing on respect throughout the school via morning 

reflections, classroom discussions, “filling people’s buckets” (doing kind acts and saying positive things 

to others) and connecting with the upcoming assembly, Rachel’s Challenge. 

If students reach the goal we will have a school-wide celebration, which is currently in the planning 

process—but it’s a surprise!  

How can you support your child? 

Ask about the buckets hanging on the walls in the hallways 

Ask about the reflection from the morning announcement (Mrs. Maniscalco says this before the 

pledge) 

Talk to them about what it means to be respectful in various situations: 

In school

At home 

With friends 

With strangers 

With you, their parent 

How do students show respect to themselves?

From the Health Office

A few reminders for the winter months: 

 Please remember in these cold weather months to dress your children warmly. This should include a winter 

coat, hat, mittens/gloves, scarf, water proof and lined boots and if playing out side or walking to school snow 

pants. Students who walk to school during these colder and darker months should be dressed warmly in 

brighter colored clothes and also need to travel to school in a safe manner. Please remember to use extra 

precautions when the weather becomes extremely cold..  

 

The following month of February is Children’s Dental Health Month. Children should see a dentist every six 

months for dental check-ups. State Proof of Dental Examination reports are due for all students in 

Kindergarten, Second Grade and Sixth Grade. Please schedule an appointment soon if your student 

has not already turned in the required report.  If you a need a form to take to the dental appointment, it can 

be obtained from the front office or from the Culver School website under the Health Office section.  

 

PLEASE NOTE that the Illinois State Board of Education now requires that all students entering sixth grade to 

show proof of having received one dose  of Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria, acellular pertussis) regardless of the interval 

since the last DTap, DT or Td dose.  Additionally, student entering grades 7th through 12th grades who have not al-

ready received Tdap will be required to receive one Tdap dose regardless of the interval since the last DTap, DT or Td 

dose (ISBE, 2011). If you will be going to see your healthcare provider in the months to come please be sure 

to have your child immunized and submit proof of immunization to the health office at school. This immuni-

zation requirement will be required to be enforced for the 2012-13 school year.   

 

Lastly, in a season when illness is more prevalent………. If for any reason, your child is not in school, 

please contact and inform the school of your child’s absence at 847-966-9280 ext. 5000. Please 

include these details:   

student’s name (please spell ) 

student’s grade and homeroom 

reason for absence including signs and symptoms of illness ( students who are ill need to remain home 

until 24 hour free of signs/symptoms of illness without medication)   

name of parent/guardian reporting illness  

phone number at which parent/guardian may be reached 

 
This call is to be made before 8:45 AM. If a child is absent and you have not contacted the school by 8:45 

AM, the parent/guardian will be contacted at home or if necessary at work.
